Church Hopping

Recently, a parishioner remarked about her
experience watching a livestreamed funeral
Mass. She noted the beauty of the Omaha
church and realized that she had never been there. We are so
blessed as Catholics to have a plethora of exquisite and varied
churches in the metro area, let alone in our rural cities. On
Holy Thursday, you have an invitation to go on pilgrimage and
visit a few.

Last{
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Every Holy Thursday, the priest ends the Mass of the Lord@
Supper with a procession. He carries the Blessed Sacrament
to a tabernacle in a side altar or separate prayer chapel. It
evokes the journey Jesus made with His Apostles from the
Upper Room to the Garden of Gethsemane, where, until His
arrest, Jesus would spend the early hours of night in deeply
intimate prayer. He begged His friends, the Apostles, to stay
awake with Him and to keep Him company: dR&main here
and keep watch with meX So, you could not keep watch with
me for one hour?Q fMatthew 26:38, 40). Jesus is making the
same request of us.

Catholics have long held a custom on Holy Thursday night.
Between 8 p.m. and 12 midnight, they travel to various,
nearby churches, usually a total of 7, and briefly pray at their
Altar of Repose. These altars are adorned with abundant
flowers and green foliage that simulate the Garden of
Gethsemane. Some people cannot visit seven churches in
such a short timeframe, but even visiting a few churches, let
alone spending time in our own parish churches, is a fitting
way to prepare for Good Friday and Easter Sunday.

On Holy Thursday, my mom always gave me the day off from
school and we would travel together to various Catholic
churches. At the time, | knew nothing of the evening Altar of
Repose. Being the baby of the family and my mom a widow,
we couldn@ attend the late-night version of the devotion.
Instead, she ingeniously adapted the practice, and we spent
the day visiting the Blessed Sacrament, admiring the splendor
and uniqueness of each church. This is how, even at a very
young age, | knew all the churches in Omaha, some of which |

later served in as a priest. Of course, it didn® hurt that at
some point we also had lunch together, just the two of us.

About 75% of that amount was
spent on utilities and 20% on rent assistance. In one case we
bought a twin mattress for a client who was ill and sleeping on
the floor at her daughter's home. She was very thankful!

As the weather warms up, the utility companies are shutting
off service to households that are behind on their bills. These
shutoffs cease during cold weather and when they start up, our
calls increase substantially.

We empty our SVdP Food Donation boxes in St. Philip Neri
Church every other week and bring the contents to our sister
parish, Holy Name, for use at their food pantry. ltems always in
need are cereal, peanut butter, boxed dinners, flour, and sugar.
Please think of those in need when grocery shopping and pick
up an item or two for the donation boxes.

Please remember those in need in your prayers; they truly
depend on SVdP for the bare necessities of living. Thank you
again for helping the less fortunate in our community.

Friday. There are no exemptions to abstinence from meat.
